St Mark’s Church

The current St Mark’s building in Shavington has fallen into such dilapidation and disrepair it now needs replacing. It was only
ever intended to last for 25 years when it was first built, and that was 137 years ago! As part of the process towards planning
application the church are exploring the possibility of a new community facility alongside the new Church on our field on
Crewe Road, perhaps to include a cafe, playground, car-park, and picnic area. There is an anonymous online survey that the
church are conducting to help them gauge what is good about the current building, and what sorts of ideas people might have
about a future building, including any community amenities and also its appearance.

The church are only at the discussion stage, though they have informally appointed an architect to help them through the plan-
ning application process and that will be announced formally on Sunday 9th April.

Phonics Screening Test for Year 1 and some Year 2’s (12.6.17-16.3.17)

The phonics-screening test is a national test administered to all year 1 children in the summer Term. All our children from Pre
School through to year 2 are taught Phonics daily for a 20 min session. The phonics-screening test is a pass or fail test and the
results are reported to parents. It is important that all children in year 1 are in school during that week and the children in year
2 who failed their phonics screening text in year 1 will re take it in year 2. Phonics is just one skill used for reading and this test
purely tests a child’s phonic ability, not their comprehension or other reading skills.

We made sure our sentences started with special time words
such as next, then, afterwards etc. We also double checked our writing for fingers spaces, capital letters and full stops.

In Maths, we have practised counting in multiples of 2, 5 and 10. We have been playing lots of games to help us to remember our 2, 5 and 10 times
tables.

We have also been busy making special cards and gifts for our mummies. We hope you all have a wonderful day celebrating on Sunday.

Year 2 - Mrs Bloor, Mrs Rivers, Miss Simms, Mrs Wain and Mrs Elson

This week we have been very busy!! On Tuesday we went to Tatton Park for the day. We all had a fantastic time and the children looked brilliant
dressed up as Victorians. While we were there, we were shown all the things that the servants would have had to do, and we even had a go ourselves.
We made scones, scrubbed the floors, polished the silver, made Nanny's bed and even had a tour around the main house. At the end of the day the
children were all told what their job was. This was the real job of the person whose name they were given when they worked at the house.

In English this week we have been thinking about our trip to Tatton and have been writing some fantastic recounts to describe out fun day out. In
maths we have started to look at quarters. We have been finding quarters of shapes and number! Everyone has worked very hard.

On Friday we had some mums in for some of the afternoon to celebrate mother's day! The children all loved making their biscuits for their mum's! We
also took part in some Red Nose Day activities!

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Year 3 - Mrs Watson

In year 3 this week we have been looking at the features of travel brochures and the types of vocabulary and techniques they use to persuade the reader to visit a
particular place. We have completed some sentence level activities with a focus on the use of adjectives, verbs and prepositions to engage the reader. We have also
started to research what Greece has to offer for tourists and been working as Ants to prepare for our work next week.

In maths, we have been focusing really hard on beginning to use vertical written methods when multiplying a 2 digit number by a single digit number. The class have
worked so hard at this and have been very successful considering that this is completely new learning.

In science the children were given the job of being nutritionists and had to create a food diary and exercise schedule for a chosen client. This involved them
combining and applying all of the learning that they have covered over our Animals and Humans topic.

In topic, we have been completing activities based on the Greek alphabet and understand now the importance of it in the creation of our alphabet. We learnt that the
Greek alphabet assigned names to their symbols, completed a matching game and then wrote messages using the Greek alphabet.

Year 4 - Mr Hazeldine

In Maths, we have been continuing to work on decimal numbers, we have done some recapping on dividing by 10 or 100. We have got a good grasp of decimals. We
have started to round numbers with one decimal place, to do this we have looked back over rounding whole numbers. We have done brilliantly!

In our English sessions, we have been looking at the features of persuasive writing and picking out descriptive words/phrases. We have also been writing some
persuasive sentences using good vocabulary. This will help us with next week’s sessions.

In topic this week, we have been finishing off work that we have done previously. We have also been looking at the Greek alphabet. It was tricky when we were trying
to figure out what Mr H was asking us. When we understood, we have written our full name.

Year 5 - Miss Chapman

This week has been a very busy one! We have stepped back in time and imagined the world through the eyes of Howard Carter, writing diary entries as if we had
discovered Tutankhamen's tomb.

In Maths, we have been applying our knowledge and understanding of fractions, decimals and percentages and using this to solve problems.
