Year 5 Music (26.2.18)

This week our year 5 pupils had their first taster session playing the Pbuzz. They will be having a weekly music lesson with lain McKnight for 4
weeks using the Pbuzz instruments. This will help the children to learn about how to blow into an instrument to get a sound. They will then
progress onto Brass instruments using the skills they have been taught on the Pbuzz. Year 5 will be working for 10 weeks on the brass instru-
ments with Mr McKnight.

PSA Meeting (27.2.18)

our knowledge of the Code of Chivalry. We have used our research
skills to develop a list of facts all about this medieval Code; these
facts are going into an already planned formal letter being sent to a
knight or squire. We explored the features of a formal letter through
a game of market place: in teams the children searched through a set
of information cards, with a two-minute time limit for each visit to
the information and had to feed back what they remembered to
their team mates - this was lots of fun! We've started to think about
planning our own formal letter and what features we could include in
our writing.

In Math'’s sessions, we have developed our understanding of
percentages, finding out how to convert them into fractions and
decimals and answering some fluency and reasoning questions. We
then moved on to finding a percentage of an amount. We have
found this quite tricky however, we have had lots of resilient rhinos
in class this week!

Science had a focus of experimenting with light and shadows, using
everyday items to record how the size of shadows differ when light is
shone from a different distance. We recorded the results we found
and used these to report our findings both verbally and in written
form.

As you are all aware, Thursday was World Book Day. Throughout the
day we have completed some book token designs and had time to
read our own story books. Thank you all for a lovely selection of
costumes. We had some billionaire boys; a Cruella Deville,
Dalmatians and a whole load more! There are just too many to list!
